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Area Youth Coordinator (AYC) role within the BMC

What is an Area Youth Coordinator?

Essentially, the role of an AYC is to support the BMC’s work with young people in their Area.

There are nine BMC Areas.  These are: The Lake District, North West, London and the South East, Midlands, North East, Peak District, Wales, Yorkshire and Humberside, and the South West. Each Area has a series of local meetings throughout the year. Climbers, hill walkers and mountaineers are able to attend and contribute to debate on local and national issues at these meetings

Each Area also has one or more Area Youth Coordinators (AYC’s). In some Areas a number of people work together to cover the work of an AYC.

Person Specification for AYC’s

The requirements of an AYC are:

· Experienced climber, hill walker or mountaineer
· Experience of supervising, or working with, young people

· Required to be Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) checked as suitable to work with children

· Have read the BMC Child Protection Policy

· Will attend a Child Protection Awareness training course and other training courses as required by the BMC

· Willingness to attend Area Meetings

· Be at least a paper member of the BMC Training and Youth Committee (TYC)

What AYC’s Do

· Organise the regional rounds of the BMC Youth Climbing Series in their Area

· Attend Area meeting when possible

· Consult with the BMC officer responsible for youth for advise and support on child protection issues.

· Pass Child Protection concerns to the BMC officer responsible for youth as Area Child Welfare Officers.

· Support BMC events in their Area involving under 18’s ( BMC events are those such as the BMC Youth Climbing Series, that have (1) been passed by the BMC as a BMC event, and (2) are run according to BMC guidelines.
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
