2) Co-ordinate and support:

a) A network of BMC Area Youth Volunteers.

b) A programme of events, including competitions, for young people.

c) A volunteer development strategy.

3) Produce: 

a) BMC Training, Youth and Child Protection related publications, guidance and materials.

4) Liaise with:

a) Organisations and bodies that provide opportunities for young people and foster responsible participation.

b) Other bodies in the area of performance training, injury prevention and coaching.
c) UIAA and other International bodies.

d) Other BMC specialist committees, where appropriate.

5) To provide guidance, advice and support to those who climb, hill walk and mountaineer to help them become independent and make the transition from one aspect of the sport to another.

6) To advise the BMC and its other specialist groups and committees on any formal or informal training.

7) To advise and liaise with representatives of the appropriate representative bodies for climbing, hill walking and mountaineering.
