1. co-operate fully, respecting all reasonable requests and decisions made by organising adults and those with designated responsibilities at the event or on the meet

2. endeavour, as far as is reasonable, to ensure the safety and well being of myself and others at all times on the meet

3. respect the rights of any young people and / or vulnerable adults on the meet promoting their welfare and individual needs, treat them with respect, dignity, sensitivity and fairness, and respond to any concerns appropriately

4. follow best practice guidelines and procedures as set out in the BMC Safeguarding Children & Vulnerable Adults Policy and Guidelines
5. attend the daily safety briefings

6. keep to agreed Daily Plans

7. endeavour to be on time but if it looks likely that I am going to be late I will inform the relevant people as soon as possible

8. be responsible for caring for my own equipment and clothing and take care of property belonging to the club and other people on the meet

9. report any concerns, accidents or near misses to the Event Organiser, the Welfare Co-ordinator/Officer, the Activity Co-ordinator.
I agree that I will not:

1. possess, distribute or consume illegal or performance enhancing drugs

2. engage in any irresponsible, abusive, illegal, discriminatory, offensive, violent  or inappropriate behaviour

3. tolerate or be involved in discrimination or bullying of any kind

4. enter any sleeping quarters other than my own

Please Note:  That complaints with be acted upon and the Event Coordinator, The Welfare Officer and The Activity Coordinator reserve the right to ask people to leave the event or meet if they do not keep to this code of conduct.

8. Collect my child when requested if they do not keep to their Code of Conduct
